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TERMS OF USE

Effective on March 10th, 2026, PAY4B LIMITED, with the registered office address at: Unit 
807-130, Spadina Ave., Toronto, Ontario, M5V2L4, Canada, hereinafter referred to as 
“Company” (“we”, “us”, or “our”) is committed to provide services for worldwide users. 
Pay4B Limited operates as a registered Money Services Business (MSB) with the Financial 
Transactions and Reports Analysis Centre of Canada (FINTRAC). 
Welcome to https://www.pay4b.com, this Terms of Use (hereinafter referred to as 
“Agreement”) are between You as the user/customer/agent and: 
 
PAY4B LIMITED, hereinafter referred to as “Company”. 
 

1. Acceptance of Terms of Use Agreement. 
 
By creating an account on the company’s official website, whether through a mobile device, 
mobile application or computer (collectively, the “Service”) you agree to be bound by 
(i) these Terms of Use (hereinafter referred to as “Agreement”), (ii) our Privacy Policy, each of 
which is incorporated by reference into this Agreement, and (iii) any terms disclosed and agreed 
to by you if you purchase additional features, products or services we offer on the Service 
(collectively, this "Agreement").

4. Nature of Services 

 
Pay4B Limited provides technology-enabled payment facilitation services for international 
clients. The Company operates as a FINTRAC-registered Money Services Business (MSB) in 
Canada and supports clients in initiating cross-border payment transactions, foreign exchange 
operations and related financial services. Payment processing, settlement and account 
infrastructure (including dedicated or virtual IBAN accounts) may be provided through 
regulated financial institutions and licensed payment service providers that act as partners of 
the Company. Depending on the service selected by the user, payment transactions may be 
executed through SEPA, SWIFT or other international payment networks. Pay4B Limited does 
not accept deposits from the public and does not operate as a bank or deposit-taking financial 
institution. 

 
5. Modifying the Service and Termination. 

 
Company is always striving to improve the Service and bring you additional functionality that 
you will find engaging and useful. This means we may add new product features or 
enhancements from time to time as well as remove some features, and if these actions do not 
materially affect your rights or obligations, we may not provide you with notice before taking 
them. We may even suspend the Service entirely, in which event we will notify you in advance 
unless extenuating circumstances, such as safety or security concerns, prevent us from doing 
so. 
The easiest way to terminate your account is to follow the instructions under "Settings" in the 
Service. Of course, you retain other termination options. Company may terminate your account 
at any time without notice if it believes that you have violated this Agreement.

This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Province 
of Ontario and the applicable federal laws of Canada. Any disputes arising out of or relating to 
this Agreement or the use of the Service shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the 
courts of Ontario, Canada. Notwithstanding the foregoing, all disputes and controversies 
arising between the Parties hereto shall be resolved exclusively by the relevant courts of 
Ontario province of Canada for both private individual users as well as corporate users – legal 
entities.
